February Artist’s Statement
I’ve been a sign painter and pin striper
since the 70s. In my 30s, I became more
interested in art and started to watercolor.
I’m now a member of the Buffalo Society
of Artists, the Western New York Artists
Group and the Central New York
Watercolor Society.
When I first started to use the black
enamel with my watercolors I was looking
for a pure drawing, one that almost
happened by itself, going right from my
head to the paper without my hand
squeezing the life out of it. This happened
about the same time that I became
interested in jazz, not just the music but
the people and culture too. Jazz to me is
the freedom to improvise inside and
outside a structure, not having to do things
the same every time to make something
full of spirit and beautiful in spirit. For me
music is art and musicians are artists, but
not just jazz musicians. I think Joni
Mitchell is one of the greatest artists in
history. In my art, through time the black
on the paper has meant different things to
me. I describe it now similar to a music
staff. It works both as outline and skeleton
for my paintings. It lets me go inside and
outside with spontaneous color, like
playing the notes in color. Watercolor is
my instrument, music is my medium.
