After marrying and having her children, she tried
watercolor and felt that she had found her medium.
That was fourteen years ago. At the Niagara Arts
Guild she began to show her work and continued to
learn through both reading tons of books and from
workshops with Margaret Martin, Skip Lawrence
and several others. She worked as a gallery director
at Frames by Ames for three years but left to
concentrate on her career in 1998, when she opened
her home studio/gallery.

The home studio has grown into two large rooms,
one for painting, framing and storage, the other is a
gallery area. The studio is open to the public and
Kathleen has had an open house for the past eight
years. The artist also prints giclee’s for herself and
other local artists as well as offering custom
framing to the public. She does several outdoor
shows each year and won Best of Show in
Lewiston. She has shown her work for four years at
Garlock’s restaurant in Lockport. Sales of her
Lockport scenes through the restaurant and portrait
commissions keep her very busy. She has paintings
in collections around the country and in Germany,
Japan, Australia and Canada. She also has been
teaching watercolor classes at the Dale Assoc. in
Lockport for six years and loves it. The artist also
won First Place in the NFWS fall show, this year.

Kathleen is
an exhibiting member of the Buffalo Society of
Artists, the Amherst Society of Artists and a
signature member of NFWS.
