INCORPORATION
AS A NOT FOR PROFIT

The Board of Directors of the Niagara Frontier
Watercolor Society (NFWS) has determined
that the membership should decide whether
or not to incorporate as a not-for-profit
organization.
Incorporation will allow NFWS to be eligible
for designation as a not-for-profit at the
governmental level, and thus could become
recognized as a 501(c)(3) organization. Such
designation would mean that NFWS could apply
for grants and that monies donated to NFWS for
support of the watercolor shows and/or related
expenses would be tax deductible for the donor.
Even the members’ dues and other donations
would be tax deductible.
Mr. Michael DiFretis, a lawyer with the William
Moran Associates, has given NFWS
considerable help in researching this project
and will complete the paper work necessary
for the application.
The NFWS Board unanimously recommends
approval; however, the Board feels that a final
decision should be the prerogative of the
members.
