Dr. V. Roger Lalli has been an artist, teacher, illustrator and
author. In 1989, Dr. Lalli decided he could best express his love for
his hometown with a series of watercolors devoted to architectural
scenes, a 10 year endeavor that produced 42 paintings which
complete the watercolor collection, Buffalo My City.

Most recently, Dr. Lalli’s collection has been on display at the
Karpeles Manuscript Library Museum in Buffalo. Reproductions of
some of the paintings have also been offered in galleries around
the United States and in Europe.

In 2002, Dr. Lalli wrote The Buffalo Architectural Watercolors, which
is a book that features all of the paintings from the Buffalo My City
watercolor collection and includes commentaries on the
architecture and history behind these Buffalo landmarks.
