Linda Lucas graduated from the College of Fine and Applied Arts at 
RIT and studied fiber arts at Buffalo State. After college, Linda 
worked as an illustrator for the Rochester Board of Education. Upon 
moving to Buffalo, she began a career in the florist industry and for 
over 27 years she was an FTD floral designer in Williamsville. Her 
love of flowers gave her the inspiration and the expertise, which 
allowed her to capture the wonderful luminosity that can be 
achieved with watercolor. Painting the soft petals of an iris or the 
deep crisp edges of a calla lily, Linda attempts to preserve the 
delicate balance between representation and abstraction. 

Linda’s award winning paintings have been exhibited in solo, and 
group shows, on a national and regional level. She annually 
participates in many outdoor juried fine art shows across the 
country. Linda is a member of the faculty at Longboat Key Center 
for the Arts, Longboat Key, Florida and The Art Center Manatee, in 
Bradenton, Florida. Linda is also a signature member of Niagara 
Frontier Watercolor Society and a member of Florida Watercolor 
Society. Linda’s work is included in private collections throughout 
the United States as well as England, Russia and Canada. She is 
especially noted for her large garden watercolor murals. 

As an educator, she presents watercolor demonstrations, conducts 
art classes and directs workshops including an annual three-day 
workshop at the end of September at Chautauqua Institution.
